The Friends of the Sum Prairie Public Library

In 2016, the Friends of the Sun Prairie Public Library
donated an outdoor sculpture titled “Sun Prairie™

by artist Dale Rogers to the Sun Prairie Public
Library. The two benches around the sculpture were
donated by the Sun Prairie Rotary Club. The
sidewalk leading to the sculpture was designed by
the City of Sun Prairie’s Parks and Forestry
Department and installed by the City of Sun Prairie’s
Department of Public Works. The combined effort
has produced a unique outdoor space for our patrons
to enjoy. The library plans to bring more outdoor
events in this newly created space.

The Friends of the Sun Prairie Public Library runs
the only bookstore in Sun Prairie and features great
deals on books, cd’s, movies, comics, magazines,
games, coffee, and treats. Proceeds from the
bookstore sales directly benefit the library and
funds support programs for adults and youth. In
2016, the Friends also provided funding for a
walker and basket for patrons with mobility issues.

The Friends also held a logo contest in 2016. The winning logo
will be used in future Friends promotional materials which may be
found in the Read Before Bookstore.
